HINT: Showing a pretty face.

Bring the fingertips of the open
palm facing inward, down

and forward from the mouth.
HINT: When meaning “You're
welcome,” it is almost like saying
“Thank you for thanking me.”

Hook right index finger
down over the upturned
left bent index finger.
repeat the action in reverse.
HINT: A close relationship.

PLEASE

Rub the palm of the open
hand in a circular motion
over the heart.

HINT: Rubbing the heart in
enjoyment.

HURRY

Move both “h”

hands, palms hand,

facing each other and

fingers pointing forward

in a bouncing movement

up and down while

moving forward.

HINT: Initialized sign moving forward
quickly.

DRINK, BEVERAGE

Hold a “c” hand §
In front of the
Mouth, palm
